Bryan Smith sessions:

· Whose Call Is It? –Participants will be divided into groups of 5. Groups will then participate in acting out play situations on a diamond. Fast pitch and slow pitch.

Dave Schimpf sessions:

· Improving your Game –Tips and tools to help any umpire improve their game. Also, the Do’s and Don’ts of being an umpire. Handouts provided.
· Did You See the USO? –Strange and unusual plays that have occurred in 2009. Time permitting, plays from the past.
Dave Ritsema sessions:

· Beginning Umpires: 2 classroom sessions and is designed for umpires who are new to umpiring or have little experience.
· The 1/2 hour gym session goes over mechanics of how to signal balls, strikes, safes, outs, etc.

Indgjer/Hicks session:

· An umpire game which is an exercise in communication with your umpire partner.

Jeff Yorke sessions:

· Jeopardy-Umpire Style – Like the TV game show, participants are divided into teams which battle for points in umpire knowledge.

Gary Evans sessions:

· Three Wise Umpires – 2010 version – Umpires will work in groups of three to solve plays.
